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The pictures shown below date back to 1965 - 1966. Since then numerous roads and ways have been built which
render the access to many places far easier than before. At the time, the drivable road stopped at Joistan, so that all
the other locations had to be reached by foot, using donkey-horses and their owners for carrying the luggage (tent,
food, rock samples). Similarly the number of houses has been dramatically increased and their make-up has been
upgraded, perhaps with the exception of the most isolated villages. Comfort, especially during the cold and snowy
winter season, has certainly been much improved. All these changes may have also impacted on the mentality of the
inhabitants, as they unfortunately have in my country (Switzerland). However, | sincerely hope this is not the case, as
| remember the warm welcome | received from everybody in the area. Witness to this are the ubiquitous smiles on the
